Exodus 20:15



Matthew 22:35-40
“35> And one of them, a lawyer, asked Him {a
question, } testing Him, 3¢ ‘Teacher, which is
the great commandment in the Law?’ >/ And
He said to him, “You shall love the Lord your
God with all your heart, and with all your
soul, and with all your mind. 3¢ This is the
great and foremost commandment. 3° The
second 1s like 1t, You shall love your neighbor
as yourself. Y On these two commandments
depend the whole Law and the Prophets.”
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Exodus 22:1

3* But I say
to you, make no oath at all, either by heaven,
for it is the throne of God, 3 or by the earth,
for 1t 1s the footstool of His teet, or by
Jerusalem, for it is the city of the great King. 3¢

you cannot make one hair white or black. 3’
But let your statement be, “Yes, yes’ {or} ‘No,
no’; and anything beyond these is of evil.”




The Heidelberg Catechism states:

“God torbids not only outright theft and
robbery, but also such wicked schemes and
devices as false weights and measures,
deceptive merchandising, counterfeit money,
and usury; we must not defraud our neighbor
in any way, whether by force or by show of
right. In addition God forbids all greed and
all abuse or squandering of his gifts.”
