Exodus 34:1-7



Exodus 34:1-3

“1 Now the Lord said to Moses, ‘Cut out for 

yourself two stone tablets like the former ones, 

and I will write on the tablets the words that 

were on the former tablets which you shattered. 
2 So be ready by morning, and come up in the 

morning to Mount Sinai, and present yourself 

there to Me on the top of the mountain. 3 No 

man is to come up with you, nor let any man be 

seen anywhere on the mountain; even the flocks 

and the herds may not graze in front of that 

mountain.’”



Exodus 32:19

“19 It came about, as soon as Moses came 

near the camp, that he saw the calf and the 

dancing; and Moses’ anger burned, and he 

threw the tablets from his hands and 

shattered them at the foot of the mountain.”



Exodus 24:12

“12 Now the Lord said to Moses, ‘Come up to Me on 

the mountain and remain there, and I will give you 

the stone tablets with the law and the commandment 

which I have written for their instruction.’”

Exodus 31:18

“18 When He had finished speaking with him upon 

Mount Sinai, He gave Moses the two tablets of the 

testimony, tablets of stone, written by the finger of 

God.”

Exodus 32:16

“16 The tablets were God's work, and the writing was 

God’s writing engraved on the tablets.” 



Exodus 34:27-28

“27 Then the Lord said to Moses, ‘Write 

down these words, for in accordance with 

these words I have made a covenant with 

you and with Israel.’ 28 So he was there with 

the Lord forty days and forty nights; he did 

not eat bread or drink water. And he wrote 

on the tablets the words of the covenant, the 

Ten Commandments.” 



Exodus 34:4-7a

“4 So he cut out two stone tablets like the former 

ones, and Moses rose up early in the morning and 

went up to Mount Sinai, as the Lord had commanded 

him, and he took two stone tablets in his hand. 5 The 

Lord descended in the cloud and stood there with him 

as he called upon the name of the Lord. 6 Then the 

Lord passed by in front of him and proclaimed, ‘The 

Lord, the Lord God, compassionate and gracious, 

slow to anger, and abounding in lovingkindness and 

truth. 7a who keeps lovingkindness for thousands, 

who forgives iniquity, transgression and sin….”
