Teaching 1s an authoritative act and
presupposes theological possession of
authority 1n the church. Consequently,
Paul forbids women to “teach” because
they may not exercise ruling authority
over men 1n the church (I Corinthians
14:33-35) or home (Ephesians 5:22-24,
Colossians 3:18, Titus 2:5, I Peter 3:1-8).



Didaskein 1s never used of a
woman in the New Testament
except in Revelations 2:20
where Jezebel’s teaching 1s
certainly not approved.



“I have this against
you, that you tolerate
that woman Jezebel.”




The Correction



Here the specific corrective
action of repentance 1s not
commanded but referred to as
a past event. “’I gave her time
to repent.”




Consequence (negative).

Revelation 2:22-23
“22 Behold, I will throw her on a bed of
sickness, and those who commit adultery
with her 1into great tribulation, unless they
repent of her deeds. %> And I will kill her
children with pestilence, and all the churches
will know that I am He who searches the
minds and hearts; and I will give to each one
of you according to your deeds.”



“I will kall her children with
pestilence” (“death” in NASU).



“Then all the churches will
know that I am He who searches
the hearts and minds, and I will
repay each of you according to
your deeds.”



John 2:24-23

“24 But Jesus, on His part, was not
entrusting Himself to them, for He
knew all men, %> and because He
did not need anyone to testify
concerning man, for He Himselt
knew what was in man.”

Consequences (positive)

Revelation 2: 26-28

them with a rod of 1ron, as the vessels of the
potter are broken to pieces’, as I also have
received authority from My Father; 2% and 1
will give him the morning star. 2 He who has
an ear, let him hear what the Spirit says to the
churches.”



“Iron scepter”

shall shatter them like
earthenware.”



“Morning star”



Numbers 24:17

“I71 see him, but not now: I behold
him, but not near; A star shall come
forth from Jacob, A scepter shall
rise from Israel, And shall crush
through the forehead of Moab, And
tear down all the sons of Sheth.”
