“24 So when the crowd saw that Jesus was not
there, nor His disciples, they themselves got
into the small boats, and came to Capernaum
seeking Jesus. 2 When they found Him on
the other side of the sea, they said to Him,
‘Rabbi, when did You get here?’ 2° Jesus
answered them and said, “Truly, truly, I say to
you, you seek Me, not because you saw signs,

but because you ate of the loaves and were
filled.””

for me yourselves, so that nothing of what you
have said may come upon me.’”

I1 Corinthians 7:8-10

“8 For though I caused you sorrow by my letter, I do
not regret it; though I did regret it — for I see that
that letter caused you sorrow, though only for a while
— 2 I now rejoice, not that you were made
sorrowful, but that you were made sorrowful to the
point of repentance; for you were made sorrowful
according to the will of God, so that you might not
suffer loss in anything through us. !° For the sorrow
that 1s according to the will of God produces a
repentance without regret, leading to salvation, but
the sorrow of the world produces death.”
