Luke 7:11-12

“11 Soon afterwards He went to a city 

called Nain; and His disciples were 

going along with Him, accompanied 

by a large crowd. 12 Now as He 

approached the gate of the city, a dead 

man was being carried out, the only 

son of his mother, and she was a 

widow; and a sizeable crowd from the 

city was with her.”

Deuteronomy 18:15-18

“15 The Lord your God will raise up for you a 

prophet like me from among you, from your 

countrymen, you shall listen to him. 16 This is 

according to all that you asked of the Lord your 

God in Horeb on the day of the assembly, saying, 

‘Let me not hear again the voice of the Lord my 

God, let me not see this great fire anymore, or I 

will die.’ 17 The Lord said to me, ‘They have 

spoken well. 18 I will raise up a prophet from 

among their countrymen like you, and I will put 

My words in his mouth, and he shall speak to 

them all that I command him.’”
