‘Blessed be Abram of God Most High,

Possessor of heaven and earth;

20 And blessed be God Most High,
Who has delivered your enemies
into your hand.’
And Abram gave him a tenth of all.”

22 Abram said to the king of Sodom, ‘T
have sworn to the Lord God Most High,
possessor of heaven and earth, 23 that T will
not take a thread or a sandal thong or
anything that is yours, for fear you would
say, “I have made Abram rich.” 2* T will
take nothing except what the young men
have eaten, and the share of the men who
went with me, Aner, Eshcol, and Mamre;
let them take their share.””
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“I have sworn an oath” (NASU)
or

“I have lifted my hand” (ESV)
or

“I have raised my hand” (NIV, NKJV).

Psalm 110:1-4
“I ' The Lord says to my Lord:
‘Sit at My right hand until I make
Your enemies a footstool for Your feet.’
2 The Lord will stretch forth Your strong scepter from
Zion, saying, ‘Rule in the midst of Your enemies.’
3 Your people will volunteer freely in the day
of Your power;
In holy array, from the womb of the dawn,
Your youth are to You as the dew.
4The Lord has sworn and will not change His mind,
‘You are a priest forever
according to the order of Melchizedek.’”
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“This is the procedure for the
meeting of the men of reputation
when they are called to the banquet
at the party of Yadah when God has
fathered the Messiah.”
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The Day of Atonement shall follow when He
shall atone for all the Sons of Light and the
people who are predestined to Melchizedek.
This is the time decreed for the year of
Melchizedek’s favor (Isaiah 61:2). Just as it
is written concerning Him in the Psalms of
David, a God-like being has taken his place
in the counsel of God. Scripture also says
about Him — Take your seat in the highest
heaven. A divine being will judge the people.
